 TODAY'S TOPIC:  How to save, cut ‘n paste and otherwise manage your data using the IZ8BLY MT63 Terminal program. 

AUTO-SAVE:Before you do another thing with your MT63 program, please click Receive in the task bar and  ensure that Log to file is checkmarked.  When this feature is selected, everything that appears in the RX window from that point forward will be saved by being continually appended to a text file (typically, C:\Program Files\MT63\mt63log.txt).  Data from this convenient file can be copied and printed as needed.  

PREVENTING PREMATURE TRANSMISSION: 
The IZ8BLY MT63 program will begin to transmit the moment you press the space bar, Enter, or any letter or number key.  This could cause to send something unintended from your TX buffer.

To prevent that from happening, type an asterisk, i.e., * as the first character in the TX buffer.  Anything that follows the asterisk will not be sent until you press Ctrl+S or the F-12 key (which also puts you back into RX when pressed a 2nd time).

This technique allows pre-positioning data in the TX buffer beforehand, e.g.,
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(example of TX buffer ready to send)

COPY/PASTE/XMT:

There may come a time when you will want to immediately copy data that you just received and relay it to another station.

To copy text from the RX buffer and paste it into the TX buffer for

transmission:

1. Hold down the left mouse button and drag to highlight the RX text to be copied.

2. Hold down the Ctrl (Control) key while pressing the Ins (Insert) key.

3. Place cursor in the TX window

4. Hold down the Ctrl key while pressing the letter "v" to send copied

text.
